PCPI ranked 11th in the state and was 103 percent of the state average,
$40,873, and 77 percent of the national average, $54,446. The 2018 PCPI
reflected an increase of 4.3 percent from 2017. The 2017-2018 state change
was 5.8 percent and the national change was 4.9 percent. In 2008, the PCPI
of Marion was $32,170 and ranked 10th in the state. The 2008-2018
compound annual growth rate of PCPI was 2.7 percent. The compound
annual growth rate for the state was 2.7 percent and for the nation was 2.9
percent.
