Its 2018 population of 28,706 ranked 21st
in the state. 

Per Capita Personal Income
In 2018, Jackson had a per capita personal income (PCPI) of $38,147. This
PCPI ranked 21st in the state and was 93 percent of the state average,
$40,873, and 70 percent of the national average, $54,446. The 2018 PCPI
reflected an increase of 7.4 percent from 2017. The 2017-2018 state change
was 5.8 percent and the national change was 4.9 percent. In 2008, the PCPI
of Jackson was $29,075 and ranked 20th in the state. The 2008-2018
compound annual growth rate of PCPI was 2.8 percent. The compound
annual growth rate for the state was 2.7 percent and for the nation was 2.9
percent.
